DESCRIPTION 
 
24/25 Great Windmill Street is a brick built retail and residential property, 
arranged over lower ground, ground and four upper floors.  
 
At 1st to 4th floors, there are 12 residential units which are a mixture of one 
bed flats and studio apartments situated above numbers 24 and 25. These are 
accessed by their own entrance from Great Windmill Street. 
 

              
 
The previous occupier used the 2nd to 4th floors as offices without planning 
consent and has removed the bathrooms and kitchens from these floors. The 
1st floor is still fitted out as residential. 
 
At 24 Great Windmill Street there is a ground floor lock up shop, and a 
lower ground floor, capable of being occupied independently. The lower 
ground and part ground floor used to operate as a hostess bar (prospective 
purchasers should make their own enquiries with Westminster Planning 
Department about the suitability of this property for such continued use). 
 
At 25 Great Windmill Street there is ground floor retail together with lower 
ground ancillary space.  The lower ground has a doorway from Great 
Windmill Street as well as access from the unit, and so is physically capable 
of being occupied independently of the ground floor.
